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The head temple of the Tendai sect of Buddhism covers a vast
temple area on Mount Hiei and was recognized as a World
Heritage Site in 1994.
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With a height of 432 meters, the mountain has long been called
"Omi Fuji" for its beautiful, gently-sloping ridges.
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Floating in Lake Biwa roughly 1.5 kilometers offshore is Japan's

only inhabited island found in a freshwater lake. About 270
people live there.
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The Tendaijimon sect head temple known for the Evening Bell of
Miidera Temple is one of the Eight Views of Omi. The main Golden
Hall is among the over 100 national treasures and important
cultural properties on-site.
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Biwako Otsukan (former Biwako Hotel)
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The Momoyama-style gabled structure of the former Biwako Hotel Main
Building built in 1934 is harmonious with the landscape of Yanagasaki.
